PR Tips for Pitching Reporters and Bloggers

1. Differentiate between a blogger and reporter: Bloggers write because they are passionate about the topic. Journalists write as a job and part of that job is receiving communications from companies and PR professionals. 

2. Read the blog or publication first: It’s important to read the publication or blog first to get a sense of the tone and type of content published on each. 

3. Develop a relationship: Whether a blogger or reporter, leverage this as an opportunity to develop a long-term relations. Treat it like a first date. Don’t promise something unbelievable to only take him or her out to McDonald’s for dinner.

4. Be Transparent: Whether you’re commenting on a blog or contacting a blogger/reporter, be transparent about who you are and what your intentions are.

5. Customize your emails: Develop customized pitches based on the person’s previous writings. Be succinct and provide something of value to the reporter/blogger. 

6. Grammar, spelling and gender do count:  By reading the person’s previous writings, you should be able to identify the person’s gender and correct spelling of his/her name. And having good grammar just demonstrates you can write English well.
